Reading books changed.
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We are delighted to welcome you and your children into Year 3 and the Juniors (Key Stage 2).  We are looking forward to an exciting year ahead.  Thank you for your ongoing support, it is very much appreciated.
Please ensure book bags are sent in daily, including your child’s current reading book, as sometimes the opportunity arises for a 1:1 read. To increase independence, Year 3 pupils are expected to store their own belongings in their lockers and ensure any letters are handed to their teacher. They are also responsible for handing their own homework in by Tuesday. Due to current guidance, we will not be able to accept work sent in after Tuesday. 
All Year 3 pupils need to read daily at home and at school. As a guide, a minimum of 20 minutes per night would be ideal as research proves the more reading a child does, the better their writing becomes. In-depth discussion of what they have read is more beneficial at this stage than simply listening to your child read. 
As you will know, lunchtime is now at 12.30 for Year 3 and fruit is no longer provided as a mid-morning snack so it is really important to send your child(ren) into school with a snack as well as a water bottle. Acceptable snacks include fruit, dried fruit, vegetables or cheese, NO NUTS or cereal bars, please, in line with our Healthy Schools guidelines. We are finding that lots of the children are hungry by mid-morning. 
Please do not hesitate to contact us via the school email about any concerns you may have, however small they may feel. We will endeavour to reply on the same day but given the current restrictions this may not always be possible - please indicate if you require an immediate response. 
Reward systems

High expectations are actively encouraged through our reward systems.

Superstar certificates are also awarded during a “Zoom” Celebration Worship on a Friday.
